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Capital Improvements Program Overview 

 

The five-year Capital Improvement Program (CIP) for 2015-2019 presents the City’s plan for 

infrastructure development and improvements.  The CIP is evaluated annually to ensure funding 

and to update the project and equipment needs and costs of the City.   

 

The CIP identifies the City’s intended capital expenditures. The City defines capital items as:  

 

1. New construction projects and buildings valued in excess of $5,000. 

 

2. Major equipment and vehicles valued in excess of $2,500 and with a life expectancy of 

five years or more.  Where a number of non-expendable items were in excess of $2,500, 

they are included. 

 

3. All projects requiring borrowing. 

 

4. All land purchases regardless of value. 

 

5. All land improvements valued in excess of $5,000. 

 

6. Major equipment valued at $2,500 or more required to furnish new buildings or other 

projects. 

 

7. Major building improvements that are not routine expenses and that substantially enhance 

the value of the structure. 

 

8. All projects which, while maintenance and/or repair in nature, prolong the life of public 

facilities. 

  

As indicated by the definition above, the City’s 2015-2019 CIP contains projects to be 

implemented and equipment to be purchased over the next five years.  Total anticipated project 

expenditures across the five years equal $25,438,350.  Yearly project expenditures range from 

$2,195,500 to $9,336,500.  The highest year for project expenditures is 2018 when the 

construction of the Huntley/Wilson Bridge/Worthington Galena intersection is scheduled.  Total 

anticipated equipment purchases equal $4,830,700 with yearly equipment expenditures ranging 

from $545,500 to $1,636,200.  The highest year for equipment expenditures is 2015 when a 

sewer jet truck and a fire engine, both high cost pieces of equipment, are scheduled to be 

purchased.  The following chart shows project and equipment expenditures across the five years 

of the CIP. 
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The City utilizes the CIP Fund for funding most of the City’s share of capital investments.  The 

CIP Fund has four categories of expenditures:  

 

1. Projects - Projects involve investments in capital infrastructure of the City such as streets, 

sewers, buildings and parks.  In the 2015-2019 CIP, the annual amount allocated for 

projects ranges from $1,271,500 to $2,498,750.   

 

2. Equipment – Most of the equipment investment that occurs in the CIP involves the 

replacement of existing City-owned equipment such as dump trucks, fire vehicles, 

recreation buses, police cars, administrative vehicles, backhoes and street sweepers.  

Occasionally, the CIP will include the purchase of new equipment that is being added to 

the City’s inventory.  This is typically information technology equipment.  In the 2015-

2019 CIP, the annual amount allocated for equipment ranges from $545,500 to 

$1,636,200. 

 

3. Debt payments – The City sometimes finances capital items through loans or the issuance 

of temporary notes or municipal bonds.  The annual payments on the debt are paid out of 

the CIP funds.   The annual debt payments in the 2015-2019 CIP range from $1,006,410 

to $1,617,524. 

 

4. Administration - There are various administrative costs associated with the projects and 

equipment purchases in the CIP.  These costs are associated with collecting the revenue, 

insurance and legal services.  These administrative costs are about $430,000 annually in 

the 2015-2019 CIP. 

 

Worthington is a built-out community that primarily focuses on redevelopment.  As a result, the 

City’s capital investments are primarily focused on maintaining the existing infrastructure.   
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Capital Improvements Program Funding Sources 

 

CIP Fund/Income Tax - The primary funding source for the City’s CIP is income tax revenue.  

The City levies a 2.5% income tax.  Twenty percent (20%) of the revenue collected from the 

income tax is allocated to the CIP and placed in the CIP Fund.  Annual income tax revenue for 

the CIP Fund is projected to range from $4,484,381 to $4,760,036 for 2015-2019.  In addition to 

income tax revenue, the CIP also receives revenue from the repayment of a loan made to 

Swiminc and a small amount of property tax revenue. 

 

Bonds – The City can issue municipal bonds to finance capital infrastructure and equipment.  

The 2015-2019 CIP anticipates the issuance of bonds to fund six sanitary sewer projects, corridor 

enhancements along Wilson Bridge Road, work on the Huntley / Wilson Bridge / Worthington 

Galena intersection, replacement of the Heischman Park playground and improvements to the 

Kilbourne Memorial Library Building at 752 High Street. 

 

Assessments – The City utilizes special assessments to charge property owners for work that 

benefits their property.  The 2015-2019 CIP anticipates assessments for sidewalk repairs that 

occur in conjunction with the City’s annual street and sidewalk improvement program, 

assessments for sidewalks that may be constructed as part of the sidewalk addition program and 

assessments for sanitary sewer extensions to the Alrojo/Samada area. 

 

Municipal Motor Vehicle License Tax (MMVLT) – The City receives funds from a tax on 

vehicle license plates and uses it to partially fund street resurfacing through the annual street and 

sidewalk improvement program. 

 

License Tax – The County receives funds from a tax on license plates and makes them available 

for repairs to major arterial roads that are not designated as State routes.  The City requests these 

funds for specific road projects.  The 2015-2019 CIP utilizes these funds for resurfacing of 

Huntley Road and High Street. 

 

State Funding – The City monitors various funding sources offered by the State of Ohio to 

identify opportunities for utilizing those funding sources on City projects.  The 2015-2019 CIP 

identifies funding from the Ohio Department of Transportation for repair and repaving of State 

Route 315 and the Dublin Granville Road resurfacing. 

 

Other – At times, the City is successful in obtaining funding from other sources.  The 2015-2019 

CIP anticipates federal transportation funds allocated by the Mid-Ohio Regional Planning 

Commission (MORPC) for the Huntley / Wilson Bridge / Worthington Galena intersection.  
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Additionally, the CIP reflects utilizing the City’s Special Parks Fund for improvements to Field 3 

at Perry Park, renovations to the trailhead at the Olentangy Parklands, and improvements to 

McCord Park.  When new housing is constructed, the builder pays a fee to this fund to support 

the maintenance and development of park facilities.  A sufficient amount of funds have been 

collected to dedicate to these park projects.   

 

The City also has a Parks & Recreation Revolving Fund which receives the fee revenue collected 

from classes and programs.  This fund supports the expenditures associated with the classes and 

programs.  Funds from the Parks & Recreation Revolving Fund are identified in the CIP for the 

conversion of the game room at the Community Center to an additional fitness programming 

area.   

 

The CIP indicates grant funds for the construction of a multi-use trail along Huntley Road.  

Grant funds have not yet been secured, so will need to be pursued to fund this project. 

 

The City pursues outside, non-City funding sources for projects when possible.  The reliance on 

external funding sources to help complete projects in the CIP varies from year to year.  The 

following chart shows the City’s share of project and equipment expenditures.  The City has 

obtained federal funding for the Huntley/Wilson Bridge/Worthington Galena intersection 

improvement which has a significant impact on the City’s share of the CIP expenditures, 

particularly in 2018 when the construction is planned. 

 

 
 

Capital Improvements Fund Revenue, Expenditures & Fund Balance 

 

The CIP Fund is the primary funding source for the City’s financial share of the CIP.  It receives 

the income tax revenue that is allocated for capital improvements along with a small amount of 

funds from the repayment of a loan to Swiminc and a small amount of property tax revenue.  The 

2015-2019 CIP Fund has expenditures above revenues in 2017; however revenue meets or 

exceeds expenditures in the other four years of the CIP. 
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The expenditures in the CIP Fund can be broken down across the four categories of projects, 

equipment, debt service and administration.  There is a spike in expenditures for projects in 2017 

due primarily to the projected need to replace the roof over the south end of the Community 

Center.  Equipment expenditures are higher in 2015 due to the purchase of two costly pieces of 

equipment, a fire truck and a sewer jet truck.  The City’s debt service payments trend upward 

due to seven projects in the 2015-2019 CIP that are scheduled to be bonded. 

 

 
 

The fund balance is the amount of money left in the fund after the revenue has been received and 

the expenditures have been paid.  The City’s practice is to maintain a projected CIP Fund 

balance at the end of each year approximately equal to the amount of projected expenditures for 

that year.  Since the income tax revenues flow into the CIP Fund throughout the year, this 

practice ensures there is adequate cash in the fund to proceed with the projects and equipment 

purchases at any time during the year.  By maintaining a level fund balance across the five years, 

the City’s capital expenditures in each year are approximately equal to the revenue collected in 

each year.  The fund balance target is just barely missed in 2015 and is not reached in 2017, but 

is reached or exceeded in the other years of the CIP. 
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Categories of Projects 

 

The City has seven categories of projects to assist with determining the importance of each one. 

 

Previous Project Commitments – This category includes projects that involve previous 

commitments by the City.  In the 2015-2019 CIP, there are funds for the sidewalk 

addition program and for the relocation of the Hardy Way sanitary sewer.  The City’s 

Codified Ordinances indicate that the City will share in the cost of installing new 

sidewalks when neighboring property owners petition to have them installed.  These 

funds are identified in case the City receives such a petition. 

 

Legal Mandates – This category includes projects the City is legally mandated to 

complete.  The 2015-2019 CIP includes a number of sanitary sewer projects that are 

mandated by a Consent Order between the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency and 

the City. 

 

Essential for Basic Services – This category includes projects that must be completed in 

order to continue to provide the level of basic services that has historically been provided 

by the City.  The 2015-2019 projects in this category maintain existing infrastructure of 

the City such as streets, sidewalks and buildings. 

 

Improvement to Basic Services – This category includes projects that enhance an existing 

service offered by the City.  The 2015-2019 projects in this category primarily include 

renovations to parks and playgrounds. 

 

Enhancement / Discretionary – This category includes projects that provide something 

new that has not been historically provided by the City.  The 2015-2019 projects in the 

category include enhancements to the Wilson Bridge Road corridor, improvements to the 
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Huntley / Wilson Bridge / Worthington Galena intersection, wayfinding signage around 

the community, park and trail improvements, work in Old Worthington (CBD), 

improvements to the Kilbourne Memorial Library Building, and bike and pedestrian 

improvements. 

 

Assessment Projects – This category includes projects that involve special assessments 

on properties that benefit from the project.  The assessment project included in the 2015-

2019 CIP is for sanitary sewer extension in the Alrojo Street and Samada Street area. 

 

Need for Further Review – This category includes projects that need additional 

evaluation and consideration.  The 2015-2019 CIP includes one project in this category, 

storm sewer improvements in the Morning Street and Crandall Street area. 

 

Capital Improvements Program Comparisons 

 

The City’s allocation of expenditures from the CIP Fund across the four categories of projects, 

equipment, debt service and administration varies from year to year depending on identified 

needs.  The following charts show the percent of expenditures allocated to each area by year, 

including a comparison with 2014.  In 2014, the City had a number of higher cost projects, thus 

project expenditures consumed a higher percentage.  Project expenditures once again show a 

higher percentage in 2017 due to the projected need to replace the roof over the south end of the 

Community Center.  Two higher priced pieces of equipment, a fire truck and a sewer jet truck, 

result in a higher percentage spent on equipment in 2015.   Debt service in 2019 comprises a 

larger percentage due to additional projects that are projected to be funded through bonds over 

the next four years and lower planned equipment expenditures. 
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The type of projects in each year across all funding sources is compared in the following charts.  

The projects are grouped into the categories of Previous Project Commitments (PPC), Legal 

Mandates (LM), Essential for Basic Services (EBS), Improvements to Basic Services (IBS), 

Enhancement / Discretionary (E), Assessment Projects (AP) and Need for Further Review 

(NFR).  These categories are explained in the previous section.

Existing and Anticipated Debt  

 

The City’s 2015-2019 CIP includes annual debt payments ranging from $1,002,720 to 

$1,617,524.  This is a combination of payments on existing debt and payments on anticipated 

debt.

Improvements to various streets throughout the City based on a prioritized analysis of the City's street system. Work typically includes curb & gutter repair, asphalt overlay, asphalt patching, and miscellaneous

Annual project consisting of improvements needed to maintain the City buildings in good condition. As an ongoing project, buildings are evaluated annually and repairs are prioritized based on available 

funding. The Community Center is not included due to its intense public use, larger scale and specialization of projects.  Anticipated 2015 projects: overhead doors at the Fire Station, carpet for the second floor 

of Louis J.R. Goorey Municipal Building, and Fire Station kitchen.

Replacement of the aging draperies and flooring in the Griswold Town Hall.  This is phase two of the interior improvements following the doors, painting, and carpeting improvements.

Painting of the men and women's locker rooms on both the north and south end of the Community Center during the annual shutdown.

Replacement of the Griswold patio to include removal of the existing deteriorating patio, opening up of the patio wall to create a flow out into the open grass area adjacent to the north parking lot, and 

installation of a new patio surface.

Repair and repaving of State Route 315 in the City of Worthington. Design and contract administration is being performed by ODOT and the project is 100% funded by ODOT

Development of enhancements to improve the Wilson Bridge corridor consistent with the recommendations of the Wilson Bridge Road Plan adopted by City Council in 2011. The project also includes 

consideration of wayfinding, bicycle and pedestrian mobility and traffic management improvements.

Wayfinding uses local landmarks, signage, pathways and environmental elements to help orient residents and visitors to the City of Worthington.  The system will accentuate the Wilson Bridge Road Corridor 

and downtown’s identity, as well as improve movement for pedestrians, cyclists and motorists throughout the City. 

Phase two of city-wide security improvements.  This phase will provide security cameras at the Community Center.

Replacement of the existing screening along the west and north edges of the Griswold Parking lot.  The existing landscaping screen is dead and efforts at patchwork replacements have not been successful due to 

competing plants and lack of irrigation.  This effort will clean out the area and systematically replace the screening while working with concerned neighbors of the center.  Costs paid 50% from this project and 

50% from the Urban Forestry Restoration project.

Special Parks Fund: Year one of a three year process to improve ball diamonds at Perry Park.  Improvements to field 3 include laser grading of the field, drainage improvements, irrigation repair, a new 

backstop, dugouts and outfield fence.  

Annual program to replace trees around city facilities, parks, and/or in key city corridors.  The Arbor Advisory Committee works with City arborists to determine each year's project site.

Improvement of the Huntley / Wilson Bridge / Worthington-Galena intersection and the connection of the intersection to Sancus Boulevard. This project will involve the development of the detailed design based 

on the recommendations from the preliminary engineering study. Future funding of the construction of the project has been awarded through the Mid-Ohio Planning Commission Attributable Funding Program.

Phase 1 of 2 phases to make improvements to the Community Center HVAC system.  A study will be completed to provide recommendations for improvements which will be approached in two phases in 2015 

and 2016.

Parks & Recreation Revolving Fund:  Purchase of equipment to allow for the transformation of the existing Community Center Game Room to an additional fitness programming area.  The transformation of 

this space will allow for more open time in the gymnasium and other classrooms for children and families who may currently utilize the game room.  This improvement can be funded from Community Center 

revolving funds as staff anticipate the return on investment of new programs and training opportunities to pay for the improvements.

Mobility study for pedestrians and bicycles in the Central Business District including options for the pedestrian crossings at the intersection of Stafford Avenue and High Street.  Funding to implement 

recommendations from the study will need to be identified.

Improvements to the right of way areas at New England and High Street where  downtown foot traffic and events negatively impact the ability to grow/maintain turf.  

Replacement and enhancement of the trailhead at the entrance to the Olentangy Trail in the Olentangy Parklands.  Enhancements include a new kiosk, bike/pedestrian mapping, bike station, directional signage, 

and rest area.

Special Parks Fund:  Irrigation upgrades and a new outfield fence for McCord Park.  Enhancement of the existing irrigation system at McCord Park to enable an upgraded standard of turf along Wilson Bridge 

Road and along the entrance to Highland/Community Center complex.  Upgrades to the irrigation will allow the turf to be weed free and at the standard for turf in other high profile areas of the City and to better 

match the professional look along the Wilson Bridge Corridor.  Addition of a permanent outfield fence on diamond one will end the annual cost of renting a fence for several months during ball season. 

The City is seeking user(s) for the Kilbourne Memorial Library Building at 752 High Street.  The building needs HVAC and ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) improvements.

Replacement of the Kenyonbrook Trunk Sewer from High Street to New England Avenue. This section of the trunk sewer was identified as in need of replacement as part of the Southeast Sewershed Study.

Resurfacing of Granville Road from the eastern corporation limit (railroad overpasses) to the western corporation limit, Olentangy River Road.  The arterial streets are on a ten-year cycle for maintenance and 

this street was last overlaid in 2004. The surface is deteriorating and needs to be addressed.  The project is being constructed as part of the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) Urban Paving Program. 

Preparation of plans and specifications along with construction administration will be performed by ODOT.

Replacement of the roof on the Worthington Fire Station, which has been evaluated and has reached the end of its useful life.

Annual program to replace trees around city facilities, parks, and/or in key city corridors.  The Arbor Advisory Committee works with City arborists to determine each year's project site.

Improvements to various streets throughout the City based on a prioritized analysis of the City's street system. Work typically includes curb & gutter repair, asphalt overlay, asphalt patching, and miscellaneous 

concrete repairs. The project includes the repair of sidewalks that do not meet standards for safety and condition. Repair costs for sidewalks adjacent to private property are paid by respective property owners. 

Overlay or sealing of parking lots is sometimes included based on need and budget.  Street and sidewalk surveys, plan and specification preparation and project administration is proposed to be by the 

Department of Service & Engineering.

Annual project consisting of improvements needed to maintain the City buildings in good condition. As an ongoing project, buildings are evaluated annually and repairs are prioritized based on available 

funding. The Community Center is not included due to its intense public use, larger scale and specialization of projects. 

Bi-annual project for the replacement and updating of traffic signal equipment at various signalized intersections in the City. Improvements are prioritized by repair history, equipment obsolescence and service 

life.
