Members of the Board:


You know, of course, that the administrators and office personnel of St. Michael Church
(located at 5750 North High Street in Worthington) have been housed in a mobile home since
February 2011, when you first approved this temporary arrangement. The trailer is situated on
the parish's parking lot and just to the north of the church. Though this structure is visible to
North High Street traffic -- primarily to northbound travelers — it does not attract attention.


We find it necessary to apply to the City of Worthington's Board of Zoning Appeals for
permission to occupy this temporary structure for eighteen (18) more months beyond the
presently approved date of January 1, 2013. The application accompanying this letter asks
permission for St. Michael Church to house its administrative operations in the mobile home
through June 30, 2014.


We trust that the Board of Zoning Appeals will agree that St. Michael's need for continued
patience and accommodation is both reasonable and acceptable to the residents of Worthington.
To that end, please note factors that have once again delayed our planned construction of
permanent office space.


• The Diocese of Columbus mandates that no major construction of parish buildings or
other property development can proceed until 100% of the project's estimated cost is
covered by interested parties' pledges. Furthermore, the Diocese also mandates that the
cash actually collected and reserved exclusively for a construction project must be at
least 50% of the project's estimated cost (again) before the project will be allowed to
advance. Until both these thresholds are met St. Michael Church may not break ground.
The estimate for this project is now slightly in excess of $1,783,000. We must admit that
to-date the parish has not satisfied either diocesan requirement.


• On August 1, 2012 Bishop Frederick Campbell found it necessary to change the pastoral
leadership at St. Michael Church. On August 26 ffi , the Bishop publicly announced that







he would transfer St. Michael's then-Pastor and then-Parochial Vicar, replacing both
with two other priests. On September 18, 2012 Rev. Anthony Dinovo and
Rev. Mark Summers took up responsibility for St. Michael Church as, respectively,
Pastor and Parochial Vicar. While anticipating and awaiting change mid-campaign,
efforts to reach the Diocesan mandated financial requirements slowed dramatically.


• Rev. Dinovo is committed to re-launching the Capital Campaign here with great vigor
and gusto in the weeks ahead. He has every confidence and assurance from the parish
community that St. Michael's Construction Plan is needed, viable, and fundable.


For these reasons, we humbly ask the Board of Zoning Appeals for permission to continue
occupying its temporary structure (i.e. the mobile home) for an additional eighteen (18) months
to commence following January 1, 2013 and to end at the close of business on June 30, 2014.


We thank you very much for your consideration of this important matter, and for your great
patience and kindness with St. Michael Parish.

C. Items of Public Hearing 
 
1. Variance – Parking Setback – 60 Old Wilson Bridge Rd. (Eleanor Popper) BZA 44-12 


 
Findings of fact: 


1. This property is an existing lot of record in a C-3 district with a building setback 
requirement of 50 feet along freeways and expressways, and a parking lot setback 
requirement of 5 feet from the right of way. 


 
2. The State of Ohio is in the process of limited access right of way acquisition for 


improvements to the Interstate 270 and U.S. Route 23 interchange.  Part of that 
acquisition includes a portion of the property at this location. 


 
3. The proposed right of way line will reduce the setback of the existing building to 22.4 


feet.  The requested variance is 27.6 feet. 
 


4. Portions of the existing parking lot are within the existing freeway right of way. The 
proposed right of way line will cause portions of the existing parking lot to be on the 
freeway right of way line.  The requested variance is 5 feet. 


 
The following conclusions are presented: 


1. The intent of the setback requirements is to provide landscaping buffers and open areas 
between buildings and parking, and the public right of way.  In this particular case, the 
freeway is more of a visual encumbrance upon the building and the parking lot than the 
same upon the freeway. The property is screened to the north by vegetation and there is a 
significant grade difference between this property and the freeway exit ramp.  All of 
these factors mitigate the substantial nature of the variance request. 


  
2. The essential character of the neighborhood should not be substantially altered. 


 
3. The delivery of governmental services should not be affected.  
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The following motion is recommended:

2. Extension of Construction Completion Period – Additions – 156 E. South St. (Geoff 


Davis) BZA 40-12 
 


Findings of fact: 
1. Building Permit 18690 was issued on July 17, 2009 to construct additions and alter the 


interior of the existing dwelling.  The work was started on or before June 21, 2010 when 
a footing inspection was conducted by the Building Inspector. The last inspection, of the 
insulation, was conducted on August 15, 2011. The permit expired on January 17, 2012. 


  
2. The applicant is requesting an extension of the construction completion period but made 


no specific request.  The Chief Building Inspector advises 6 months from today should 
allow sufficient time to complete all the work.    
 


The following conclusions are presented: 
1. The cause of the delay were legal proceedings against the previous contractor.  It is in the 


best interest of the owner and the City that the permit be extended to complete the work. 
The site is well maintained and free from unnecessary material and rubbish.

3. Variance – Front and Side Yard Setbacks – Additions – 59 W. New England Ave. (Adam 


Moore) BZA 41-12 
 


Findings of fact: 
1. This property is an existing lot of record in an R-10 district with a front yard setback of 


30 feet. Corner lots are permitted to reduce the adjacent setback to 20 feet. Refrigeration 
equipment is not permitted in a required yard.  
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2. The West New England Avenue and Oxford Street right of ways are 66 feet wide. 
 


3. The existing dwelling is within the 30 foot front setback and is approximately 20 feet 
from the West New England Avenue right of way, and within the 20 foot side yard 
setback and is approximately 15 feet from the Oxford Street right of way. There is an 
existing air conditioner condenser along the west side of the dwelling within the 20 foot 
setback.  


  
4. The applicant is proposing a 5 foot 8 inch by approximately 14 foot front porch.  This 


porch includes a 3 foot by approximately 7 foot roof, and 2, 2 foot by 2 foot brick piers 
approximately 5 feet 6 inches tall.  The requested variances are to allow the entire porch 
roof and brick piers within the front yard setback. 
 


5. The applicant is further proposing a 12 foot by 28 foot addition to the rear of the house, 
including alterations to portions of the existing dwelling within the 20 foot setback.  The 
requested variance is 5 feet.  
 


6. The existing condenser will one day need to be replaced and granting a variance now will 
not delay its replacement in the future.  Staff has no record of any inquiries regarding the 
location of the condenser.  The requested variance is to allow the condenser to remain. 
 


7. The property is subject to, and the additions have been approved by, the Architectural 
Review Board.  


 
The following conclusions are presented: 


1. Smaller existing lots of record face a challenge attempting to comply with setback 
requirements.  Corner lots are further challenged by the additional side yard 
requirements.  In this particular case the typical challenges are compounded with wider 
than the normal 50 foot right of way, encroaching upon the property 8 feet more than 
other similar property in Worthington. The variance requests are not substantial and are 
further mitigated based upon these factors.  


  
2. The essential character of the neighborhood should not be substantially altered. 


 
3. The delivery of governmental services should not be affected.

(Jason Miriello/McGarry) BZA 42-12 
 


Findings of fact: 
1. Building Permit 19438 was issued on May 20, 2011 to construct additions and alter the 


interior of the existing dwelling.  The work was started on or before October 21, 2011 
when a footing inspection was conducted by the Chief Building Inspector. The last 
inspection, of a portion of the framing, was conducted on October 22, 2012 by the 
Building Inspector. The electrical construction documents have not been approved.  The 
building permit will expire on November 20, 2012. 


  
2. The Division of Building Regulation, the Department of Engineering, and the 


Department of Administration including the City Manager’s office have been contacted 
by neighbors numerous times since October, 2011 about various issues including the lack 
of construction activity for long periods of time. 
 


3. The applicant is requesting an extension of the construction completion period until 
February 15, 2013.  The Chief Building Inspector advises this Board to grant 30 days 
additional time to complete the exterior work and have the applicant report back to the 
Board to consider additional time for the interior work.   
 


The following conclusions are presented: 
1. No cause for delay of the project has been given and due to community concerns, the 


project should be monitored to ensure timely completion.

2. The applicant applied for and was granted a Temporary Use Permit for an office trailer 
on February 3, 2011 to begin when the Certificate of Occupancy for the trailer was 
issued.  That certificate was issued on March 24, 2011. The trailer houses the parish 
office on a temporary basis until an addition to the existing building is constructed. 
 


3. The applicant applied for a variance with a sunset provision on September 9, 2011.  It 
was approved on October 6, 2011 and will expire on January 1, 2013.  


 
4. The applicant is now proposing a variance from code requirements to allow the existing 


trailer to remain through June 30, 2014.   
 


The following conclusions are presented: 
1. The original plan of the owner was the addition to be under construction when the 


Temporary Use Permit extension was applied for.  The addition was to be completed and 
ready for occupancy of the parish office when that permit expired.  Due to slower than 
expect fundraising, construction has been delayed.  Recent leadership changes within the 
parish had further slowed the fundraising efforts.  The new timeframe assumes 
construction will begin in the spring of 2013 with occupancy spring 2014.   


 
2. Staff has no record of inquiries since the trailer became operational in 2011.  It is well 


screened from the neighbors to the north and cannot be seen from Selby Boulevard.  It is 
set back and partially screened from portions of North High Street.  Placing a sunset 
provision on the variance will allow the temporary office to remain until the addition is 
completed.

Discussion: 
 
Mr. Phillips reviewed the staff memo.  
 
Ms. Crane asked the applicant to address the Board. 
 
Bryon Manchester, 890 Clubview Boulevard North, stated the addition of the signage will 
increase the safety of the property, be appropriate to the district and a benefit to the community.  
 
Ms. Crane asked if this is replacing existing signage and Mr. Manchester replied there are three 
existing that will be replaced and the remaining are additional. Mr. Seitz asked if all the signs 
were going to be five foot three inches in height and Mr. Manchester replied only signs one and 
two will be that height.  
 
Ms. Crane asked if there was anyone in the audience who would like to speak for or against this 
proposal. 
 
Findings of fact: 


1. This is in an S-1 district where directional signs panels cannot exceed 24 inches in height 
or width, directional signs cannot exceed 36 inches above grade, and total directional 
signage is limited to 20 square feet in area. Signs are limited to 4 colors including black 
and white, and 3 sizes of text including a logo. 
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2. The applicant is proposing 8 directional signs, a maximum of 5 feet 3 inches above grade 
and as follows: 


a. 2, 36 inch by 50 inch double sided signs displaying the school mascot and 
containing 5 colors, 


b. 5, 24 inch by 36 inch,  
c. 1, 50 inch by 36 inch, 
d. directional sign area of 92.5 square feet, 
e. and 1 sign has 3 sizes of text plus a logo. 


3. The requested variances are: 
a. 1 additional color on 2 signs, 
b. from 12 to 26 inches for panel width and height for all 8 signs, 
c. 27 inches for sign height for all 8 signs, 
d. 72.5 square feet directional sign area, 
e. 1 additional size of text   


 
4. The property is subject to approval by the Architectural Review Board. 


 
Conclusions:  


1. The property is nearly 85 acres with many buildings, facilities, and uses throughout. 
Many activities are attended by people outside the city, county, and region. Larger and 
taller directional signs appear appropriate given the large distances between buildings. 
The majority of the signs are to the rear and will be hidden by many of the buildings and 
facilities.  All of these factors mitigate the substantial nature of the variance request.

1. The essential character of the neighborhood should not be substantially altered.

Ms. Crane asked the applicant to address the Board. 
 
Jim Clark, 2433 Shillingham Court, stated it should be noted that there is also a fifty foot front 
setback and the existing building is at thirty five feet. Mr. Phillips said it will be added in the 
findings of facts in the minutes.  
 
Ms. Crane asked if there was anyone in the audience who would like to speak for or against this 
proposal. 
 
Findings of fact: 


1. This property is an existing lot of record in an R-10 district with a minimum rear and 
front yard setback of 50 feet. 


  
2. The property contains an existing building from 28.1 feet to 28.3 feet from the north 


property line, and 35 feet from the Park Boulevard right of way. A portion of the existing 
building has a flat roof. 


 
3. The applicant is proposing to construct a gabled roof over the flat roof portion of the 


building.  Almost half of the new roof will be within the rear yard setback and a 
significant portion in the front yard setback.  The requested variances are from 21.7 feet 
to 21.9 feet for the rear yard and 15 feet for the front yard. 


 
4. The applicant is also planning to relocate refrigeration equipment to the rear of the 


existing building, also within the 50 foot rear yard setback but no closer than 28.1 feet 
from the north property line.  The requested variance is 21.9 feet.   
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5. Excepting the new sign installed in 2003, staff has no record of inquiries about the 
property. 


 
6. The alteration was approved by the Municipal Planning Commission, amending the 


Conditional Use Permit. 
 
Conclusions:  


1. The grade to the north slopes steeply and the northern neighbors currently view the 
existing roof.  Placing a gabled roof over the flat roof would improve the look of the 
building and mitigates the substantial nature of the variance request. 


 
2. The refrigeration equipment will be screened by fencing.  The requested variance is not 


substantial. 
 


3. The essential character of the neighborhood should not be substantially altered. 
 
Mr. Hunter moved:
